Your excitement for me and your enthusiasm for this incredible opportunity have gone a
long way to affirm my sense that this experience is needed and wanted, both for you and for me.
Some of the concerns | have heard are about money (who is paying for this adventure i | want to
assure you that | am and Ken & | have been saving for years to be able to do so), what are we
going to do for worship (supply preachers are coming 1 we raised enough money to cover this ex-
pense), what happens if someone dies or there is another emergency (a list of pastors are avail-
able to be on-call for all emergencies and pastoral needs, complete with back-ups from the Synod
staff), and what are we going to be doing over the 12 weeks (Council is prepared to help with
this).

Some have wanted to know how St. Andrewos

Having said all of the above, please also remember there is an adventure before the
congregation as well. With Council leading the way, you will have the opportunity to continue to
re-imagine our life and ministry together. Projects and activities are available to be organized, and
we will need leaders to make them happen. How awesome would it be to pair a senior adult with a
younger adult (or senior family with a younger family, preferable not from the same tree) to make
some of these things happen, perhaps even engaging in some inter-generational ministry! You
